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There are two kinds of visas for Israel:

Immigration visas and Visitor’s visas!
Israel tourist visa is not required for citizens of the United States for staying up to 90 days.

1. Check the current status of your passport.

All travelers need at least a 90 day passport. Israel strongly encourages traveling with a 6 month passport at all times. VisaHQ is the one to assist United States citizens with expedited services, new passports, and passport renewals. 

2. Make sure you have blank Visa pages in your passport.

Israel requires that you have un used pages in your passport so that it can be stamped when you arrive and when you apart. 

3. Confirm if transit visa is required for any necessary connections.

Verify with your airlines if you have any connecting flights overseas on your way to Israel. Countries make the decision whether you can pass through. 

Immigration is handles by the Jewish agency.

Israel has agreements with 65 countries for visa requirements.
